Applicants claiming U.S. citizenship must provide proof of citizenship with application.  The accepted forms are:  USA passport, birth certificate, certificate of naturalization, certificate of U.S. citizenship, or consular registration of birth abroad.
· Submit a 250-word statement explaining your research area, professional goals, and importance of this award.
· Submit a copy of your CV/résumé.
