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PREPARATION OF ABSTRACTS
An author may submit more than one abstract form, as long as it is on different research. Review the rules for submission. 

Do not send abstract via facsimile or via mail; faxed abstracts, along with mailed abstracts, will not be accepted. EMAIL ONLY. 
Each abstract should have an initial sentence(s) stating the study’s objective (unless given in the title); a brief statement of methods, if pertinent; a summary of results; and a statement of conclusions. To say, “the results will be discussed,” is insufficient.  The title should be short and specific. Supporting sources should be mentioned in the final line of the abstract. Each abstract form submitted must be signed by the presenting author. The signature provides assurance of the adherence of the rules included. 
POSSIBLE CONFLICT OF INTEREST
In accordance with the essentials and standards set forth by the Accreditation Council for Continuing Medical Education, as well as the guidelines proposed by the Food and Drug Administration and endorsed by the American Medical Association, a notation must be made in the Official Meeting Program if there are any abstracts to be presented by author(s) who may have a conflict of interest. Such conflicts may include, but is not limited to, any significant financial interest in a company, product or procedure that is mentioned in the abstract of presentation. If this potential conflict could exists, please check the box provided on the abstract form to be noted in the Program. This will not influence your opportunity to present your research in any way. 
TYPING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Underline names and initials of all authors. 

2. List the institution(s) and zip codes(s) of the author(s) When listing authors from different institutions, list the affiliation by author order with out reference marks. List institutions where the work was performed even if the author(s) are no longer there. 

3. When using abbreviations for compounds, spell out the full name for the first mention. 

4. Acknowledge funding sources in the final line of abstract. 

5. Fill in all requested information.
