The Department of Nutrition and Dietetics has 10 full-time faculty members to support a growing
undergraduate and Master of Science graduate programs. The department has an enroliment of
150 undergraduates and 50 graduate students. Our department is a leader in Distance
Education and offers an online Masters in Nutrition. Areas of research within the department
include sports nutrition, food literacy, nutritional assessment of vulnerable populations, food
safety, diet quality, weight management and obesity prevention. Faculty in the department have
strong teaching and research collaborations with faculty in the College of Health and Human
Performance, and with faculty in the Schools of Allied Health, Nursing, and the Brody School of
Medicine. The ECU medical center is recognized as a leader in obesity research, cardiovascular
health, and endocrinology, and affords a variety of collaborative teaching/research opportunities.
